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INTRODUCTION
Soccer is one of the most popular and passionate sports in the world, and in Brazil it's no different. Soccer clubs are true national passions, mobilizing crowds of fans who follow and support their teams unconditionally.  
However, in recent years, with the advance of digital technologies, the relationship between clubs and fans has undergone profound transformations, and the possibilities for interaction between both parties have expanded considerably. In this context, Web3 technologies have gained increasing prominence and promise to revolutionize the way Brazilian soccer clubs relate to their fans. 
Web3 technologies are an evolution of previous web technologies (Web1 and Web2), and are characterized by allowing the creation of decentralized applications and platforms, based on blockchain, which can be used for a variety of purposes, from developing new forms of payment to creating voting systems and collaborative governance. In the context of sport, especially soccer, the possibilities are vast, and an elite Brazilian soccer club can benefit enormously from using these technologies to bring its fans closer together and generate new revenue.

OBJECTIVE
To present the possible advantages of innovation through the use of Web3 in a soccer club.

METHODOLOGY
Present a literature review on the use of WEB 3 technology and its applicability in a soccer club

DEVELOPMENT
Soccer is one of the most popular sporting activities in the world and generates billions of reais in revenue every year. In Brazil, soccer clubs face significant challenges in maintaining their competitiveness and financial sustainability in an increasingly demanding market. In this context, Web3 technologies can be a valuable tool for bringing fans closer together and generating new revenue for clubs.
As mentioned by Cao (2022), the Web3 proposal is to transform Web 1.0, which was static and consumer-oriented, and Web 2.0, which was dynamic and producer- and platform-oriented, into a decentralized web ecosystem. The first experiments with Web3 are generally implemented through decentralized autonomous organizations (DAOs), blockchain technologies, cryptocurrencies and other decentralized technologies for exchanging digital assets on the web.
According to Satoshi Nakamoto in his Bitcoin whitepaper (2008), the blockchain is a distributed public record of transactions, organized in chained and encrypted blocks, which guarantees the integrity and security of the data, without the need for intermediaries or centralizers. He describes blockchain as a system that allows the creation of a network of trust, based on cryptography and consensus, where all transactions are recorded immutably.
According to Vidal-Tomás (2022), fan tokens are virtual tokens that can be bought by fans of their favorite sports teams through a specialized platform, such as Socios.com, for example. In return, fans receive rewards and can participate in certain club decisions, as well as unique experiences such as getting to know the club's facilities, the players, winning match tickets, among other initiatives.
Clube Atlético Mineiro is a Brazilian sports club based in Belo Horizonte, the capital of Minas Gerais. It is currently the four-time champion of Minas Gerais and one of the winningest clubs in Brazilian soccer, having won 14 official titles in the last 11 years. Founded on March 25, 1908, Atlético Mineiro is one of the most traditional and passionate clubs in soccer, with more than nine million fans, and is considered the 5th largest in Brazil, according to a survey released in April 2023 by the Quaest Consultoria e Pesquisas institute.

FINAL CONSIDERATIONS
With regard to the technologies enabled by WEB 3, it was possible to ascertain the following benefits, described below. 
With Fan Tokens, sports teams can raise funds without the need for traditional intermediaries. Fan tokens are a new form of digital asset that are becoming increasingly popular with fans and investors.
NFTs allow content creators to monetize their work more directly and fairly, as the ownership and authenticity of the assets are easily verifiable. In addition, they offer collectors the possibility of owning a unique and authentic item, which can have significant emotional and financial value.
The non-fungibility applied to NFTs means that each token is unique and cannot be replaced by another equivalent. This is because each NFT represents an exclusive and authentic digital asset, like a work of art or a collectible item, which makes its value inimitable and unique. Unlike cryptocurrencies, which are interchangeable and have the same value, NFTs are not fungible, guaranteeing the authenticity and exclusivity of the digital item they represent.
Smart contracts work within the context of a blockchain, using cryptography to guarantee data security and integrity. They allow financial transactions, sales contracts and other types of agreements to be executed transparently and automatically, without the need for intermediaries or bureaucracy. Smart contracts are considered one of the main innovations of blockchain technology, with great potential for application in areas such as finance, real estate, health, logistics, among others. They can help reduce costs and risks associated with transactions, as well as offering greater transparency and reliability in processes.
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
